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Consideration to constitute a Review and Evaluation Committee to monitor the
performance of Autonomous Colleges / Institutions- reg.

Registrar presented the subject to Syndicate. Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor mentioned
that these autonomous colleges are granted autonomous status as per the Statutes of
Bangalore University prior to issue of UGC (Conferment of Autonomous Status upon
Colleges and Measures for Maintenance of Standards in Autonomous Colleges) Regulations



— 2018. After trifurcation of BU these Colleges are coming under the jurisdiction of BCU.
As such these Colleges are to be governed by the BU Statutes. Accordingly the Colleges
have to under go annual review and evaluation by a committee constituted by the Syndicate.

Dr. HT. Arvind Hon’ble member mentioned that, after promulgation of UGC
Regulations-2018, the same are applicable for all the prospective activities realting to
Auotonomous Colleges. Accordingly as per SLNo.3.5 of the UGC Regulations, the
University can’t insist for payment of annual fees to these Colleges. However, the
Autonomous Colleges which are due for renewal, need to pay one-time fees for the entire
period of renewal as fixed by the Syndicate. Similarly the fees for granting Autonomous
Status to the new colleges could also the fixed by the Syndicate. As seen from the list only 2
Colleges namely, St. Joseph’s Evening College and National College are required to apply
for renewal and the Syndicate has to fix the fess for the period of renewal.

Sri. H. N. Hariprasad informed that, education being a concurrent subject, Central Act
/ Rules / Regulations will prevail over State Act/ Rules/ Regulations. As such UGC

Regulations will prevail over Unfiversity Statutes. Hence UGC Regulations are to be
followed.

Hon’ble Members Sri. Karankumar, Smt. Jyothi Vijay, Sri. T.H Srinivasiah, Dr. R. K
Chandranath, Prof. K. Ramesh and Dr. P.V. Padmaja have participated in the discussion and
stated that fees is to be fixed based on the parameters and the fees fixed in other University.

Hon’ble Chairman while concluding the discussion informed that 8 Autonomous
Colleges are transfored from BU. These colleges have to be annually reviwed and evaluated
as per statute. However, when the colleges apply for Renwal/ Fresh Autonomous status, the
new regulations of UGC-2018 will be followed. Now the Committees have to be constituted
under the chairmanship of Vice-Chancellor or his nominee and such other member who are
experts. The Committee could decide the annual fees to be collected.

SYNDICATE DECISION:

The Syndicate resolved to authorize the Vice-Chancellor to constitute 2 Expert
Committees as per statutes.

The Syndicate further resolved to mominate one Syndicate member to each
committee. Accordingly Sri. Karankumar and Smt. Jyothi Vijay are nominated.

Hon’ble Member Sri. H.N. Hariprasad informed that, the college has constructed a
new Campus on Mysore Road, near Kengeri and this area falls under Jurisdiction of

Bangalore University. As such our University doesn’t have jurisdiction. Sri T.H Srinivasiah
Hon’ble Member expressed the same view.

Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor informed the house that, the college has constructed a new
Campus on Mysore Road, However the original campus and Administrative office are within
jurisdiction of BCU. The Committee to be constituted to review and evaluation will look into
this matter. Sri T.H. Srinivasaih informed that, if some other college approach the University
with a similar request, it will be difficult to substantiate our stand.
