Principals are directed to forward the representations of the students seeking permission for 
transfer admission along with no due certificate, No Objection Certificate, Migration
certificate and photo copies of previous semester marks card to the University.

6. Principals are directed to make admissions strictly in accordance with the Eligibility

condition and also as per the sanction intake for each course.

7. The Principals should consider the marks cards of the qualifying exams of the recognized

8. The students who have passed 2nd year PUC Examination from Karnataka Pre-University
